LENTEN OBLIGATIONS 
Ash Wednesday is a day of universal fast and ab-
stinence in the Church.  Fast and abstinence are 
two common penances in the Church.  Abstinence 
means we do not eat meat.  Ash Wednesday, 
Good Friday and all Fridays in lent are days of ab-
stinence.  Fasting means that we eat only one full 
meal on the fast day.  Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday are days when we are obligated to fast.  
Two light meals are permitted, but eating between 
meals is not permitted.  You are obliged to observe 
the fast from your eighteenth birthday till your fifty 
ninth birthday.  Friday is the Churchôs day of pen-
ance in memory of Jesusô passion.
