DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY 
The Congregation for Divine Worship decreed May 
23, 2000, that óthroughout the world, the Second 
Sunday of Easter will receive the name Divine 
Mercy Sunday, a perennial invitation to the Chris-
tian world to face, with confidence in divine be-
nevolence, the difficulties and trials that humankind 
will experience in the years to come.  Devotion to 
the Divine Mercy was promoted by St. Faustina 
Kowalska. The story of St. Faustina Kowalska re-
veals the inspiration behind the Divine Mercy devo-
tion. On Feb. 22, 1931 Sr. Faustina experienced a 
new and life changing vision of Christ.  She saw 
him wearing a white robe and raising his right hand 
in blessing and his left hand resting on his heart 
from which flowed two rays of light. Sr. Faustina 
spent the rest of her life spreading the message of 
divine mercy.  She died of tuberculosis at the age 
33.  Pope John Paul II canonized her on April 30, 
2000.
