POPE BENEDICT XVI 
ñThe drama faced by the disciples of Emmaus, ap-
pears to mirror the situation of many Christians of 
our own time.  It seems as if the hope of faith has 
failed.  Faith itself is in crisis because of negative 
experiences that make us feel we have been aban-
doned by the Lord.  But this road to Emmaus along 
which we are walking can become a path of purifi-
cation and maturity for our belief in God.  Today 
too, we can enter into dialogue with Jesus, listen-
ing to His Word.  Today to, He breaks for us and 
gives Himself as our bread.  And thus the encoun-
ter with the risen Christ, which is also possible to-
day, gives us a more profound and authentic faith, 
tempered so to say by the fire of the events of 
Easter.  A robust faith because it is nourished not 
by human ideas but by the Word of God and His 
real presence in the Eucharist.
